2009 AIRUM Conference Scholarships

Scholarships are available for awards of $175 each. These scholarships are intended to cover the
registration fee for attending the AIRUM Conference in Bloomington, Minnesota on October
29™ and 30™, 2009. The goal of the scholarships is to assist three individuals whose work
pertains to institutional research and who have not been able to attend an AIRUM Conference
due to lack of institutional support for conference expenses.

Eligibility — to be considered you must meet all three of the following requirements:

* Be involved in work related to institutional research

* Never have attended an AIRUM conference

» Demonstrate that it is unlikely that your institution could provide you with the economic
resources necessary to attend

Application — a short (one page maximum) application with the following items must be sent to
the address below (either via U.S. Mail or by email), postmarked no later than October 15, 20009.
* A brief description of your current duties

 An explanation of why you want to attend the conference

* A short description of financial need

Award — each of the three scholarships covers the Early Bird conference fee of $175.

Selection Process — all applications postmarked no later than October 15, 2009, will be
reviewed by the AIRUM Steering Committee. Applicants will be notified of the Steering
Committee’s decision shortly afterwards. If you have already registered and paid for the
conference, your registration fee will be refunded if you are selected.
